Los adverbios son palabras que describen el cémo, cuando o dénde de una accidn o verbo. Ademas
de esto, los adverbios pueden expresar el punto de vista de la persona que esta transmitiendo el
mensaje, de acuerdo al verbo, la intensidad del adjetivo o incluso otro adverbio.

Algunos tipos de adverbios son: adverbios de lugar, adverbios de tiempo, adverbios de modo y de
frecuencia (Justo esta practica es sobre los de frecuencia).

Cuando los adverbios describen al verbo o a otro adverbio, se colocan antes de estos en la oracion.
A. Put the adverb of frequency on the right place.
1. He listens to the radio. (often)
He often listens to the radio.
2. They read a book. (sometimes)
They sometimes read a book.
3. Pete gets angry. (never)
Pete never gets angry.
4. Tom is very friendly. (usually)
Tom is usually very friendly.
5. I take sugar in my coffee. (sometimes)
| sometimes take sugar in my coffee.
6. Ramon is hungry. (often)
Ramon is often hungry.
7. My grandmother goes for a walk in the evening. (always)
My grandmother always goes for a walk in the evening.
8. Walter helps his father in the kitchen. (usually)
Walter usually helps his father in the kitchen.
9. They watch TV in the afternoon. (never)
They never watch TV in the afternoon.
10. Christine smokes after dinner. (seldom)

Christine seldom smokes after dinner.
