A team of North American researchers has recently announced

MINORITIES WILL BECOME MAJORITIES

Ethnic and racial minorities will be a majority of the U.S. population in a little more than
a generation. By 2042, Americans who identify themselves as Hispanic, Black, Asian,
American Indian, Native Hawaiian and Pacific Islander will together outnumber non-
Hispanic whites. In fact, the main reason for the accelerating change is higher birthrates

among immigrants. So-called minorities will constitute a majority of the nation’s children
under 18 by 2023 and of working-age Americans by 2039.

Regardless of what people assume about future immigration, U.S. citizens will be more
Hispanic and Asian. Projections are likely to generate debates over immigration policy,
overpopulation and the changing electorate, and recall earlier eras when the Irish, the
Italians and Eastern European Jews were not universally considered as whites. By
2050, about 89 million Americans will be in that group, more than double the number
today.

The share of Americans who can identify their roots
to immigrants directly from Europe has been
decreasing.
